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Staff and Students’ Suggestions and our ‘Best Practice’ 
ethos 

 
At LSI Portsmouth, we are constantly striving to do the best we can for our staff and our 
students. Senior staff are very approachable and have an ‘open door’ policy and do 
everything they can to encourage feedback and suggestions. 

 

We are at all times focused on reflecting on best practice and seeking to improve in 
everything we do, so have tried to foster a culture of openness to suggestions and ideas. 
We have weekly Management Meetings and Teachers’ Meetings at which we 
encourage suggestions and feedback from our staff. 

 
Student feedback that comes up in fortnightly tutorials, via both face-to-face tutorials 
and also electronically, is passed on to the relevant member of staff for any appropriate 
action to be taken and all key staff read and reflect upon the students’ final course 
assessment feedback in order to take steps to improve anything that is commented 
upon. Core statistics are compiled from the feedback forms and recorded on a 
regular basis so we can see how well we are doing and note the areas for improvement. 
We have regular Best Practice Meetings to look in depth at various aspects of the school 
and identify areas for improvement. 

 

If somebody in the school simply wishes to make an anonymous suggestion or give us a 
bit of feedback, then we have suggestions boxes in both the Students’ room and the 
Teachers’ room which are checked on a weekly basis.
