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UK LAWS AND RULES
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The laws in the UK may be different from the laws in your own country.
We want you to be safe whilst you are studying with us, soitis very
important to obey the laws in the UK. Here is some information about the
things which we think you need to know:

o Allnon-prescription drugs are illegal. Drug use can
result in prosecution and you may be sent back to
your country.

e [tisillegal to smoke cigarettes/e-cigarettes and vapes

inside public buildings e.g. restaurants and bars. [t is
evenillegal to smoke outside in certain areas.

e [tisagainst the law to carry any weapon, including
knives or self-defence sprays.

o Itisillegal to offer money to a police officer.

e Driving a car without tax, insurance or an
international driving licence isillegal. If you want to
hire a vehicle whilst you are with us, please speak to
Student Services.

Remember, that inthe UK, we drive on the left side
of the road. Take extra care when crossing roads!
[tisillegal torent aflat and stop paying before the
end of the contract period. Please speak to a
member of the accommodation team or Student
Services team if you need advice before signing any
legal documents.

If you
need urgent medical help you should call an ambulance - 999.

St. Mary's Treatment Centre - open Monday to Friday 7:30am to 10:00pm,
weekends and Bank Holidays 8:00am-10:00pm - this is for minor injuries - eg.
eye problems, cuts, burns, sprains.

Lalys Pharmacy - (1 Guildhall Walk, Portsmouth PO1 2RY) A pharmacist can
advise you about non-prescription medication and help with minor concerns.
They may also recommend that you see a doctor.

If you urgently need to see a dentist, dial 111 - this will put you through to an
operator (you can ask to speak in your native language if needs be) - they will try
to organise an emergency dental appointment for you within 24 hours.
